interruption due to civil war. The New Testament (completed in 1981)
was out of print, but the church was growing, and the Dan people
recognized the need for Scripture in their language. They are eager to
have the Bible — the full story of salvation.

Lutheran Bible Translators joined the program in 2000. The Bible
Society prints and distributes around 500 draft copies of translated
books to Dan speakers for proof reading. “People love these booklets.
They sit together and read, while others listen and ask questions,”
reports translator Rev. Levi Yentee. Local churches partner to assist
with reviewing translated portions.

Over half the Old Testament books have been drafted. Completion of
the whole Bible is projected for 2023.
