Meanwhile, the *Sabelto translation team continues to make excellent progress on 2nd Kings,
and the Sabelto projects are advancing steadily in their Old Testament translations. One of
the Sabelto projects has completed drafting and is now focused on revising the New Testament.
As always, we remain on the lookout for a translation consultant with expertise in the Peshitta
to help guide our work toward completion. With God’s guidance and the faithful support of our
partners, we look forward to continued progress and the privilege of sharing His Word in the
heart languages of those who need it most. These achievements remind us of the power of
collaboration and prayer as we work to make Scripture accessible to every community.
